She is the 2016 Queensland Poetry Slam Champion 
and winner of the 2017 XYZ Innovation in Spoken Word Prize.

Jocelyn Deane, Melbourne poet and the author of ‘The Second Person’ (Girls on Key Press, 2019). They were awarded 
the 457 Poetry Prize in 2013 and the 2015 Marsden and Hachette Prize in Poetry.
